singing beautifully which included Mary MacKillop songs Our sincere
thanks to Mr. Des Wilike and staff for their continuing participation on
this special day.

Father Tony captured the attention of all present with  his  delightful
homily on the life and work of St Mary of the Cross. He began by asking the children if they knew
where the Southern Cross was and told them that Mary was also born under the Southern Cross,
that she was a wonderful, caring, courageous young woman who responded to the needs of
people of the day. She built schools, orphanages and places of refuge for the poor and needy, in
general living out her principal of: “Never see a need without doing something about it".
